FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What are Oasis Connect Groups? 
Connect Groups consist of 12-15 people from the Oasis that 
meet together in homes, coffee shops and parks throughout the 
week around L.A. They are a great way to have fun and begin 
new friendships. 

What happens in a Connect Group? 
It varies per Connect Group. If you are in a Basketball Group 
then you “shoot hoops” and read a short devotional, or if you 
are in a Mark Bible Study Group then you dig deeper into the 
Bible finding out God’s truth that applies to your life.

Why are Connect Groups so important? 
Connect Groups are the best way for us to get connected at 
Oasis.  Connect Groups are key in growing your connection with 
God, and developing God-Centered friendships.  We recommend 
that everybody that attends Oasis join a Connect Group.  

How often do Connect Groups meet? 
Connect Groups meet once a week for two to three months. 

What topics are covered in Connect Groups? 
Each Connect Group focuses on one topic for the Spring season.  
Even the groups that will be cooking, playing sports, or 
watching movies will be discussing faith principles in their 
Connect Group (it will just be a shorter time of discussing and 
more time doing an activity). Please view the Connect Group 
Topic card for more information.

How do I sign up? 
Sign up by writing the “CG#” of your choice on the sign-up card 
and turning it in the offering container, visiting the table in the 
lobby at Oasis, registering online at OasisLA.org, or emailing 
the “CG#” to ConnectGroups@OasisLA.org.
  
Do I have to be a member to join a Connect 
Group? 
Not at all.  Connect Groups are for everyone who attends the 
Oasis.  Even if this is your first time to attend Oasis – we would 
love for you to join a group.

Is my child invited?
Whatever group that says “Children Welcome” means that your 
child is welcome to attend the group. If it does not say 
“Children Welcome” then the group is for adults only.

Do I stay in the same Connect Group forever? 
No. Once the season for the Connect Group has ended, Connect 
Group  members are encouraged to join other groups to begin 
new friendships while maintaining friendships already formed.

What do you talk about in Connect Groups?
